Cardiovascular and Respiratory Systems Review

Trace the blood flow from the Inferior Vena Cava and Superior Vena Cava through the heart and out of the aorta. Do not forget the exchange of blood with the lungs.

From the superior and inferior vena cava into the right atrium, through the valve, to the right ventricle, out through the pulmonary arteries to the lungs to pick up oxygen, back through the pulmonary veins, to the left atrium, through valves, to left ventricle, out to the body through the aorta.
Label the major parts of the heart.




The cardiovascular system is composed (made up of) of the heart, the blood and the blood vessels.

What is the name of the major organ of the cardiovascular system? heart
The type of muscle that makes up the heart is called cardiac muscle. (See vocabulary)
The right and left sides of the heart are separated by a wall called a septum.
Valves are structures of the heart that cause blood to flow in one direction.

Four main parts of human blood are(describe each):

1. red blood cells-carry oxygen
2. white blood cells-fight infection
3. platelets-helps in clotting
4. plasma-the watery part of the blood
The upper chambers of the heart are called atria.

The lower chambers of the heart are called ventricles.

Name the three blood vessels in the human body. 

1. arteries-carries blood away from the heart
2. veins-carries blood back towards the heart
3. capillaries-smallest vessels; gas exchange
The smallest of blood vessels allows gas exchange. Which of the blood vessels has this function? capillaries
Arteries carry blood (away, towards) from the heart.

Veins carry blood (away, towards) the heart.
What system transports oxygen to all of the cells of the body?

Why does the heart beat at faster rate while exercising?

The heart beats faster after exercise in order to pump more blood to the working muscles. As the heart beats faster, the blood circulates more quickly, delivering extra oxygen to the muscles.
At what point does the cardiovascular system work directly with the respiratory system? The cardiovascular system works directly with the respiratory system in the capillaries surrounding the alveoli where gas exchange takes place.
